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Notele de curs Grammar in Use. Al se adreseaza studentilor care
studiazd la Facultatea Electronicd si Telecomunicatii, anul I, sectia
frecventa redusa, si prezintd in mod sistematic formele gramaticale de
bazd, agsa cum acestea sunt folosite in limba englezd contemporana.
Lucrarea ofera detalii in acoperirea structurilor gramaticale simple si
acorda atentie sporita aspectelor aplicative care sunt de importantd majora
pentru studentii debutanti in studierea limbii engleze.

Lucrarea a fost elaboratd in deplind concordantd cu programa
analitica aprobata pentru cursul de limba engleza generala pentru studentii
de nivel Incepator (nivel Al). Materialul teoretic este impartit In zece
capitole, fiecare capitol fiind impartit in subcapitole urmate de exercitii
aplicative pentru fiecare tema prezentatd. Pe parcursul capitolelor,
conceptele gramaticale sunt definite si ilustrate. In aceste succinte note
teoretice, autoarea a cautat si ofere o scurtd, dar esentiala, prezentare a
unui spectru de structuri lingvistice gramaticale. Lucrarea are intentia sa
devind pentru studenti o referintd utila, in acelasi timp, oferind o baza
solida pentru studiile ulterioare.
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Introduction

Grammar in Use Al is dedicated to students who study at
the Faculty of Electronics and Telecommunications, part-time and
is a systematic account of basic grammar forms as they are used in
English today. The book is thorough in the coverage of the simple
grammatical structures, and pays most attention to matters that are
of importance for elementary learners of English, and their teachers.
A useful feature of the book is the inclusion of exercises as to
illustrate how grammatical patterns are used.

This book was developed in complete accordance with the
syllabus for the English Language course for elementary students
(Al level) who study in the 1% year, part-time. The reason for
designing this course book was the clear absence of such a
reference book for students who study part-time and definitely need
support at classes and with individual work.

The theoretical material is divided into ten chapters, each
followed by exercises. In the theoretical notes the author sought to
provide a brief description of various linguistic facts. Throughout
the chapters, grammatical concepts are defined and illustrated. The
theoretical material, along with the exercises, forms the basis of this
reference book.

Obviously, another feature that is hoped to be more student-
friendly is the exercises, of which there is a substantial amount. To
help students achieve the understanding of topics that grow in
complexity, the information is presented in steps (chapters), with
many opportunities to apply each new piece of information before
moving on to the next step.

The excessive complexity is avoided deliberately. Wherever
possible, the students are provided with a simple rule of thumb to
use. Therefore, I believe this book will clarify English basic
structures and provide the students with a useful reference book. It
also provides a solid foundation for further study.
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
